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1. Customer issues purchase order for assembly to Main Plant
2. Main plant creates Sales Order for the Customer
3. Main plant decides whether product is made locally or offshore
4. If offshore, main plant creates purchase order to offshore plant 
5. Offsite plant creates Sales Order for Main plant
6. Offsite plant runs MRP, using Offsite IPS (located @ main plant).
7. Offsite places PO to Main plant for additional requirements
8. Main plant loads SO for additional requirements 
9. Main plant runs MRP
10. Main plant creates PO's for both onsite and offsite requirement.
11. Main plant receives offsite requirements, ships on SO to  offsite IPS
12. Main plant receives onshore requirements, moves to inventory
13. Both plants can now kit and generate work orders
14. Both plants finish product and move to FGI
15. Offshore plant ships to main plant on SO
16. Main plant ships to customer on SO.
